The 2nd ACCA HK Job Hunting Competition attracted about 300 applications from 
undergraduate students to prove their readiness to take up challenges in job 
interviews.  After the first two rounds of competition, 12 finalists have advanced to 
the grand final that will be held on 31 March 2007.  .
