
RULEBOOK CHANGES
The 2018 ACCA Rulebook has been updated, and this paper explains why. The Rulebook is divided into three sections:
· Section 1 carries the Royal Charter and Bye-laws

· Section 2 carries the Regulations

· Section 3 carries the Code of Ethics and Conduct.
The updated version carries changes to section 1 and to Annex 1 to the Global Practising Regulations in section 2.

Section 1 – Bye-laws 

As you will be aware, changes to our bye-laws were approved by members at the AGM in November. When we published the 2018 Rulebook in January, these bye-law changes had not been formally approved by Privy Council. ACCA has now received that approval, and so section 1 is no longer required to carry the caveat that the bye-laws are subject to Privy Council approval.
Section 2 – Regulations
Global Practising Regulations and legal activities provided by authorised members and firms
Amendments have been made to the UK annex to the Global Practising Regulations, which now includes a separate Appendix 5 – Legal Activities Regulations 2018. The Regulations set out the requirements for individuals and firms to obtain (and retain) legal activities authorisation from ACCA. The Regulations only apply to the grant of probate or letters of administration in England and Wales, and extend to non-contentious probate business only. The new regulations have been approved by the Legal Services Board and come into force on 1 March 2018. ACCA will be accepting applications for the authorisation of individuals and firms for probate in the near future.
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
